VERSE of the week

Finishing well. Your students have now completed 16 weeks of
this 18 week semester. While things are winding down from a
time perspective, assignments, tests and projects ratchet up
during these final weeks of the semester. These include the
semester exam which is worth 15% of their grade. I believe an
important lesson we learn is how to finish things well. After
putting effort into a project (or class) for 4 months, the trip to the
finish line is when many people falter. Students: don’t let this be
you. Don’t take away from the effort you have invested up to this
point in your classes. And if, by chance, the effort you’ve given
so far is not sufficient, turn it all the way up for three weeks and
find out what you are capable of!
I love Colossians 3. In it, there are two commands from the
apostle Paul to the church at Colossae that we can benefit from.
1. Do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus (v.17)
2. Work heartily as for the Lord, not for men (v.23)
Students & parents, in all you do (work, school, sports, other) do it
in the name of the Lord Jesus.  Secondly, work your hardest for
the Lord—stewarding the gifts He has given you!
