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Varsity football rolls past Lex. Cath. in state semfinals
Advances to play Union Co. in state championship

In a highly anticipated
KHSAA Class 3A State
Championship semifinal
matchup, the Christian
Academy of Louisville
(CAL) Centurions delivered
a dominant performance, de-
feating Lexington Catholic
50-14 on Friday night.

The victory secured
CAL’s spot in the state
championship game, where
they will face the Union
County Braves at Kroger
Field in Lexington on Satur-
day, Dec. 7, 2024, at noon.
The Centurions are now one
win away from claiming
their third championship in
as many years.

Offensive Highlights

The Centurions’ offense
was unstoppable, led by
senior quarterback Connor
Hodge, who completed 16-
of-20 passes for 175 yards
and four touchdowns. Hodge
also showcased his versa-
tility, rushing for 61 yards
on nine carries and picking
up five first downs with his
legs.

Sophomore running back
Garyon Hobbs added 31
rushing yards on seven car-
ries, including a 21-yard run
that set up a key touchdown.

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The Centurion defense
was dominant, holding
Lexington Catholic to just
93 rushing yards and forcing
three turnovers.

Micah Newsome anchored
the defensive effort with
10 total tackles, including
a tackle for loss. Freshman
Kellan Hall and junior
linebacker Jackson Settle
each recorded four tackles
and combined for two sacks,
consistently pressuring Lex-
ington Catholic’s offense.

Junior defensive back
Stone Perkins made his
mark early in the game

with a pick-six interception
that set the tone for CAL’s
suffocating defensive perfor-
mance.

Sophomore linebacker
Garyon Hobbs added three
tackles, an assisted sack, and
two interceptions, including
a pick-six that disrupted
Lexington Catholic’s pass-
ing attack.

Special Teams

Sophomore kicker Gar-
rett Augustine had an excel-
lent night, converting all six
of his extra-point attempts
and averaging 42.3 yards per
kickoff.
