Jacob Wagner led the of-
fense with a perfect 3-for-3
day at the plate, while the
team displayed discipline
by drawing eight walks. The
defense was equally sharp,
turning three double plays
and committing no errors.
Saturday brought a double-
header against Male, where
the teams split two games.
In the opener, Christian
Academy battled but came
up short in a 5-2 loss. The
Centurions briefly tied the
game in the third inning,
with contributions from
Cruz Isa and Sam Harned,
but Male pulled ahead late.
The Centurions responded in

the second game with one of
their most complete perfor-
mances of the season, earn-
ing a 9-1 victory. A five-run
fifth inning broke the game
open, fueled by contribu-
tions from Ryan Reynolds,
Eli Burke, Luke Watkins,
and Cruz Isa.
