» Some classes incorporate program

Service Hours

* Must have 60 to graduate

30 must be outside of the Christian
community

* Not for a relative
» Can start summer after 8th grade

» Mission trips, 8 hours per day



Keep List for Resume

e Keep a folder, notebook, drawer, etc. for
holding information on awards, honors, jobs,
activities, mission trips, community service, . . .

e Puts information right at your fingertips when
filling out college and scholarship applications

e Makes it easy to develop a resume you can
provide as a courtesy to those people writing
letters of recommendation
